Camping plate and bowl
Mug, knife, fork, spoon
Torch and spare batteries
Drinking Bottle
Pen and small notebook
Fleece or outer jacket
Sweatshirt (or similar)*2
T shirts (min 4)
Pairs of shorts (minimum of four cheap pairs)

One decent pair uniform shorts for outings
Handkerchiefs
Spare long trousers (for evenings)
Spare socks (min 4)
Spare underwear
Baseball (or similar) hat 
Pyjamas or similar
4 Tea Towels (they may not be returned)

Trainers or plimsolls (old ones for knocking about in )

Canoeing Kit 

Old Trainers, T shirt and shorts in a waterproof bag (bin bag or similar). These will get wet and dirty (more so than the rest of the kit)

NOTE PLEASE:

1. Waterproof cagoul & overtrousers MUST be marked “waterproof” by manufacturer otherwise they are useless. A soggy son means problems for him and us!

2. Leather Hiking Boots means just that - for protection against injury when using axes. There are some quite cheap ones about - some second hand boots are available in the scout hut. You may also bring a more lightweight pair for walking if you wish.
